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Health Insurance in Germany

Students in Germany are required to provide their university with a proof of valid health
insurance to be enrolled in a German university and to obtain student visa or residence
permit for their studies.

All students - regardless of nationality - must register with the
local authorities within 14 days of arrival in any German residence.

Residence Permit Information

All students outside the EU need to apply for a residence permit once in
Germany. The cost for the residence permitis €100. You will receive an email
to guide you through the process in the first weeks of enroliment.

For the residence permit, you normally need to present the following documents:

During your studies at Constructor University you will be taking four to six courses per semester
(typically 5 ECTS points each). Constructor University students usually take 30 ECTS during a
semester. If you have a general admission to the Bachelor progorams, you may change your
major as you see fit from July 15th until the add/drop deadline by sending an email to
registrar@constructor.university.
